A. When meeting someone for the first time, it is customary to shake hands, both for men and
for women. Hugs are only exchanged between close friends. Kissing is not common, and
men never kiss other men. Americans will usually introduce themselves by their first name
and last name (such as «Hello, I’'m John Smith»), or, if the setting is very casual, by their
first name only («Hi, I’'m John»). The common response when someone is introduced to
you is «Pleased to meet youy.

B. In the US there are only a few situations where tipping is expected. The one you will
encounter most often is at restaurants. American restaurants do. not add a service charge to
the bill. Therefore it is expected that the customer will leave a tip for the server. Common
practice is to leave a tip that is equal to 15% of the total bill for acceptable service. Other
professions where tipping is expected include hairdressers, taxi drivers, hotel porters, parking
valets, and bartenders.

C. Many visitors who come to Britain often say that it is very difficult to make friends with
British people because they are cold and reserved. This is not true. What is true is that
different cultures have different ways of showing affection. British people are not likely to
tell their whole life story to a complete stranger or even share their problems and worries
with a friend. The reason is that they don’t want to trouble other people with their problems.

D. Britain’s national sport is not, as most people think, football but the Lottery. It may also
be surprising to know that the people who gamble most on the Lottery are not well-off but

~ mostly working class people who hope that by winning the Lottery they will change their
lives. Even though everyone who buys a lottery ticket knows that the chances of them
becoming millionaires are incredibly slim, it doesn’t stop British people from spending huge
money on lottery tickets and trying their luck every week.
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E. You can ‘break the ice’ with strangers by talking about the weather. “Shame about the
weather”, “Is it still raining?” or “Bit chilly today, don’t you think?” Another good topic for
conversation is work. However, English people do not like talking about the politics except
in a general way. And you should avoid asking them what political party they vote for. It
is not appropriate to ask people about their age or how much they earn.

F. Like everybody else, British people like doing things outside work. Gardening is a well-
known favourite. As the weather in Britain is relatively mild, British people manage to do
gardening almost all the year round. Sometimes this can be just doing a bit of weeding, and
sometimes serious vegetable and fruit growing. Mowing grass is also very important. Every
Sunday morning (except for winter) people come out to mow their lawns.

A. The English people like animals very much. Pets: dogs, cats, horses, ducks, canaries, chickens
and other friends of men have a much better life in Britain, than anywhere else. In Britain
they have special dog shops selling food, clothes and other things for dogs. There are dog
hair-dressing saloons and dog cemetries. The English arrange dogs’ shows and organize dogs’
supper parties for winners of dogs’ competitions. They do all they can to make animals feel
well in their home and outside their homes too.

‘B. Every year thousands of animals arrive at London Airport, some stay the night there; others
stay several weeks. In one month, for example, special staff looked after 47000 creatures:
birds, insects, fish, elephants, monkeys and other animals. All animals have special treatment
so that their owners may not worry about them while they are away. The English people
believe that they are the only nation on the Earth that is really kind to its animals.

C. The British have always loved animals. Great Britain was the first country to create a society
to protect animals in 1824. The society still exists today, and it is called the RSPCA — the
Royal Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. The RSPCA finds new owners for
96,000 homeless animals every year. Besides, it organizes different public events and is
involved in lots of activities in the sphere of protecting animals’ rights. The RSPCA also
provides charity support to animal shelters.

D. Today, half of the households in Britain have a pet. Cats are especially popular because many
people who live alone and go to work like independent pets. Other popular pets are dogs,
birds, rabbits, fish, guinea-pigs and hamsters. However, in recent years the English began
to show love for more exotic animals. You can come across such exotic pets as crocodiles,
elephants, tigers, spiders, cobras, camels and lizards.

E. Strays are animals without owners or homes. Some of the strays have simply lost their owners
but in other cases their owners have abandoned them, especially in the case of dogs. People
often get tired of pets when they get too big or make a mess. Especially at Christmas, when
people buy cats and dogs as “cute presents” but then they are too lazy to take care of the
animals and turn them out. The RSPCA tries to find owners for these animals.

F. For many years, animals have been taken for granted and always being used for the benefit.
Animals have proved to be an easy target for circuses, poaching, hunting, testing and fashion
purposes. Animal rights groups have achieved much success raising awareness and keeping
the issues in the public eye. Some bans on drug or cosmetic testing on animals have been
implemented and even fox-hunting has been banned by the British government.

A World of its Own

Madagascar is an island — the world’s fourth largest, at over 225 000 square miles — but
an island nevertheless. Nature has blessed Madagascar with exceptional riches. 90 per cent of
its flora and fauna is found nowhere. The spectacle of its carrot-shaped baobab trees and ghostly
lemurs make even the most well-travelled visitors wide-eyed with amazement and delight.

Its rare beauty hides the desperate situation of its people. The typical Madagascan lives
on about a dollar a day, even though you wouldn’t guess this from the attitude of the Malagasy,
the island’s main ethnic group, who are a cheerful and optimistic race. Since the first humans
arrived in Madagascar some 2300 years ago, loggers and developers have destroyed nearly 90
per cent of the island’s original forest habitat, harvesting it or burning it down to create room
for crops and cattle.

Considering that Madagascar’s population is growing by three per cent a year, this
tension between rich and poor residents is increasing day by day. Alarmed ecologists have
named Madagascar a biodiver-city hot spot, deploring the practice of slash-and-burn agriculture.
In 2002 the global environmental community rejoiced when green-friendly Marc Ravalomanana
was elected president. Only seven years later, in the spring of 2009, the military replaced
Ravalomanana with a former radio disc jockey who seemed to have little interest in protecting
the environment.
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Needing money, the new government reversed a ban on the export of precious hardwoods,
making it legal to sell wood from trees which had already been cut down or had fallen during
the cyclones that regularly hit the island. Yet in reality they did little to control the loggers who
continued to rob the forests of new wood. The main targets of the environmental crime are the
rosewood tree and the ebony tree. The wood from these majestic trees is in high demand.

The locals are caught in a trap. Poverty and high value of rosewood — at 3000 dollars
per cubic metre it is ten times as valuable as oak — have driven them to cut down trees that are
traditionally believed to be sacred. It is dangerous and back-breaking work. Using hand axes, in
a few hours they bring down a tree that has stood tall for many centures.

In this bleak landscape what can bring hope? One man’s work may offer a possible route
out of the darkness. Oliver Behra who first came to Madagascar from France in 1987 believes
that the only solution is to give local people economic alternatives. Almost single-handedly, he
has stopped deforestation in the Vohimana forest by encouraging the locals instead to collect
medicinal plants, which they never imagined had any monetary value, and sell them overseas to
companies like Chanel. The village lemur hunter has been retrained to act as a guide for tourists
obsessed with lemurs. The same tourists also pay to visit the wild orchid conservatory that Behra
has set up. Can small-scale and sensitive initiatives like this compete with the rosewood mafia
of Madagascar? Only time will tell.

The Mystery of Learning Languages

Can a new language be learnt in six weeks as some courses promise? Learning a language
is not an easy task, though the reason why it is so difficult cannot be explained without an
understanding of how human language is acquired, and unfortunately, no-one knows exactly
how it is done. Linguists have many theories, but it is still a mystery and one that may never
be fully solved. Since hard and fast facts about first language acquisition are in short supply,
it is not surprising to find that there are numerous competing theories on how best to learn a
second or third language. One thing is certain, though, it doesn’t happen overnight. Or does it?

One theory that has been promoted for some years now is that of subliminal language
learning — taking words into your mind while not consciously aware of them. Play a cassette
tape of words and phrases you wish to learn while you are asleep or perhaps while driving a
car. It doesn’t matter if you listen to them or not, or even if the words are within your normal
range of hearing. Your brain will ‘hear’ the words and store them deep within your mind, ready
for easier extraction when you practice certain exercises containing those words and phrases.

The argument goes like this: when you learnt your own language you had been spoken to
and were constantly exposed to words in that language from the day you were born and possibly
even before you were born. Yes, babies react to words spoken to them inside the mother’s womb.
This constant exposure ensured that the words were already planted in your mind before you
actually learnt them. The subliminal method, then, is based on similar principles. Even having
the TV or radio on all day in another language serves the same purpose.

Recent surveys seem to indicate that early success in learning a foreign language requires
at least two other conditions to be met. First of all, the range of vocabulary you need to learn
should be restricted. It has been known for decades now that most of what one needs to say
every day in the English language can be effectively communicated with a vocabulary of just
760 words. Secondly, the practice you do needs to focus on manipulations of those very same
words. When starting to learn a language, reading the newspaper in that language is largely a
waste of time — there are far too many new words to learn. Later, of course, reading all kinds
of material in the new language is essential.

Remember that learning a language is something you have already managed All of us are
constantly, if not always consciously, engaged in increasing the knowledge of our own language,
and the language itself is changing slowly every day. Language learning is a part of everyone’s
daily life. No wonder students are suspicious of six week courses that promise the earth!

A. Some researchers believe that the Chinese started to use chopsticks because there was
not enough fuel in China. There was only a small amount of fuel available for cooking
food. But the Chinese found the solution! They cut up the food into small pieces before
cooking, so it would cook as quickly as possible and only use a very small amount of
fuel. The small pieces of food were well suited for chopsticks.

B. In 1878 the Japanese were the first to make disposable wooden chopsticks. A Japanese
schoolteacher named Tadao Shimamoto had packed his lunch and brought it to school
but had left behind his pair of chopsticks. Fortunately, his school was in an area of Japan
famous for its wood. He explained his problem to one of the local men and he gave him
a piece of wood from which Tadao made a pair of chopsticks. Tadao is known as the
father of wari-bashi, disposable wooden chopsticks.

C. The Japanese made chopsticks from every kind of tree. They even started to put lacquer,
a kind of shiny paint, on chopsticks about 400 years ago. The lacquered chopsticks of
modern Japan have designs and are beautiful to look at. They are given as special gifts
because they are not only beautiful, but durable. The layers of lacquer make them last
forever. These chopstics are made with between 75 and 120 separate layers of lacquer.
They are harder than metal and can cost up to $125 a pair.

D. About one-half of disposable chopsticks are produced in Japan; the rest come from China,
Indonesia, Korea, and the Philippines. Japan uses about 24 billion pairs of disposable
chopsticks a year, which is a lot of wood. In fact, it is enough to build over 10,000
homes. Japan now is trying to eliminate them for environmental reasons. Today, increasing
numbers of Japanese are trying to help the environment. They carry their own personal
chopsticks to restaurants instead of using disposable ones.

E. People once believed silver chopsticks would turn black if they touched any poison. An
emperor who was afraid of being poisoned made his servants test each of the dishes with
silver chopsticks before he ate. The emperor himself would not use silver chopsticks to
eat; he thought the metal in his mouth was unpleasant. Today we know that silver doesn’t
react to poisons, but if bad eggs, onions, or garlic are used, the chemicals might change
the color of silver chopsticks.

F.  Chopsticks spread from China to Vietnam and Korea and eventually reached Japan by the

year 500. Over 3,000 years and between different cultures, several variations of chopsticks
developed. Chinese chopsticks are nine to ten inches long and round or square at the top
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end. The Vietnamese did not change the Chinese chopsticks, but the Koreans made their
chopsticks a little thinner and then started to make them five inches long for females and
eight inches long for males. But no matter what kind of chopsticks people use, chopsticks
are here to stay.

Once upon a time

Once upon a time there lived in Germany two brothers who loved a good story — one
with magic and danger, royalty and villains. At school they met a wise man who led them to
a treasure — a library of old books with tales more enchanting than any they had ever heard.
Aspired, the brothers began collecting their own stories, listening to the folktales people told
them. Soon they produced their own treasure — a book of fairy tales that would charm millions
in faraway lands for generations to come.

The brothers Grimm, Jacob and Wilhelm, named their story collection Children’s and
Household Tales and published it in Germany in 1812. The collection has been translated into
more than 160 languages, from Inupiat in the Arctic to Swahili in Africa. As a world publishing
phenomenon it competes with the Bible.

The stories and their characters continue to feature in virtually every media: theatre,
opera, comic books, movies, paintings, rock music, advertising, fashion. The Japanese have built
two theme parks devoted to the tales. In the United States the Grimms’ collection helped launch
Disney as a media giant.

Such fame would have shocked the humble Grimms. During their lifetime the collection
sold few copies in Germany. The early editions were not even aimed at children. They had no
illustrations, and scholarly footnotes took up almost as much space as the tales themselves. Jacob
and Wilhelm Grimm viewed themselves as patriotic students of folklore. They began their work
at a time when Germany had been occupied by the French under Napoleon. The new rulers
suppressed local culture. As young scholars, the brothers Grimm began working on the fairy tale
_collection in order to save the endangered oral storytelling tradition of Germany.

Long before the Grimms’ time, storytelling thrived in inns, barns and the homes of peasant
women. During winter nights, as they sat spinning wool, women entertained themselves with
tales of adventure, romance and magic. Altogether, 40 such storytellers delivered tales to the
Grimms. One of them, Marie, was credited with narrating many of the most famous tales: Little
Red Riding Hood, Snow White and Sleeping Beauty. But these were not from the German oral
tradition. Marie had had French nannies who retold stories to her that they themselves had read
in a collection written by Charles Perrault in 1697, Tales of My Mother Goose.

Although the brothers implied that they were just keeping records of tales, Wilhelm
continued to polish and reshape the stories up to the final edition of 1857. In an effort to
make them more acceptable to children and their parents, he stressed the moral of each tale,
and emphasized gender roles. According to the Grimms, the collection served as ‘a manual of
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manners’. To this day, parents read them to their children because they approve of the lessons
in the stories: keep your promises, don’t talk to strangers, work hard, obey your parents. And
so it was that the Grimm s’ fairy tales lived happily ever after.

A. Today, football is played at a professional level all over the world. Millions of people
regularly go to football stadiums to follow their favourite teams, while billions watch the
game on television or on the Internet. Football has the highest global television audience
in sport. A large number of people also play football at an amateur level. Over 240 million
people from more than 200 countries regularly play football. In the world football plays
an important role in the life of individual fans, local communities, and even nations.

B. In -modern football players are not allowed to touch the ball with outstretched arms or
hands while it is in play, unless they are goalkeepers within their penalty area. Other
players mainly use their. feet to strike or pass the ball, but may also use any other part
of their body except the hands and the arms. The primary law is that players other
than goalkeepers may not deliberately handle the ball with their hands or arms during
play, though they must use both their hands during a throw-in restart.

C. The name ‘football’ was given to the game in 1863 by the Football Association to
distinguish the game from the other forms of football played at the time, especially rugby
football. The term ‘soccer’, originated in England, first appeared in the 1880s. Within
the English-speaking world, the game is now usually called football in the UK and
mainly soccer in Canada and the US. People in Australia, Ireland, South Africa and New
Zealand use either or both terms, though officially they use football for the formal name.

D. According to FIFA, the Chinese competitive game ‘cwju’ (literally “kick ball”) is the
earliest form of football for which there is evidence. Cuju players could use any part of
the body apart from hands and the intent was kicking a ball through an opening into a
net. It was remarkably similar to modern football, though similarities to rugby occurred.
During the Han Dynasty (206 BC — 220 AD), cuju games were standardized and rules
were established.

E. The game is played on a rectangular field with a goal at each end. The aim of the game
is to score by moving the ball beyond the goal line into the opposing gate. The team that
scores the most goals by the end of the match wins. If the score is level at the end of the
game, cither a draw is declared or the game goes into extra time or a penalty shootout.
Each team consists of a maximum of eleven players, one of whom is the goalkeeper. A
game is judged by a referee who has full authority and whose decisions are final.

F. Players are required to wear a shirt, shorts, socks, footwear and shin guards. A protective
cup is highly recommended for male players. Headgear is not a required piece of
equipment, but players today may choose to wear it to protect themselves from head
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injury. Players are forbidden to wear or use anything that is dangerous to themselves or
another player, such as jewellery or watches. The goalkeeper must wear clothing that is
easily distinguishable from that worn by the other players and the match officials.

Hip-Hop Planet

I first heard rap at a party in Harlem in 1980. It sounded like a broken record. It was a
version of an old hit record called Good Times, the same four bars looped over and over. And
on top of this loop, a kid chanted a rhyme about how he was the best disc jockey in the world.
It was called Rapper s Delight. 1 thought it was the most ridiculous thing I’d ever heard.

For the next 26 years, I avoided rap music the way you step over a crack in the pavement.
I heard it booming out of cars and alleyways from Paris to Abidjan, but I never listened. In
doing so, I missed the most important cultural event in my lifetime. No American music has
exploded across the world with such force since swing jazz in the 1930s. This defiant culture
of song, graffiti and dance, collectively known as hip-hop, has permeated almost every society.

Hip-hop began in the mid-1970s, in an almost bankrupt New York City. The bored kids
of the South Bronx and Harlem came up with a new entertainment. This is how it worked:
one guy, the DJ, played records on two turntables. Another guy — or girl — served as master of
ceremonies, or MC. The DIJs learnt to move the record back and forth under the needle to create
a scratch, or to drop the needle on the record and play a break over and over to keep people
dancing. The MCs rapped over the music to keep the party going. One MC sought to out-chat
the other. Dance styles were created. Graffiti artists also emphasized it because the music was
all about identity: I am the best.

Initially hip-hop artists produced socially-conscious songs that described life on the other
side of the tracks, where people are denied the same opportunities as the rich. The lyrics of
Grandmaster Flash’s 1982 hit The Message are a perfect example. They describe a child who
is born and grows up in the ghetto, hating the world for his situation and all the things that he
cannot have.

These days most commercial rappers in America brag about their lives of crime and the
things that fame and money have brought them, among which women seem to be just another
material possession. For those from poor backgrounds the life of a successful rapper has become
an aspiration, for richer suburban kids it is a symbol of something cool.

In poor urban communities around the globe, rap music is a universal expression of outrage
at the injustice of the distribution of wealth. Its macho pose has been borrowed from commercial
hip-hop in the US, but for most the music represents an old dream: a better and wealthier life.

That is why, after 26 years, I have come to embrace this music I tried so hard to ignore.
Much of hip-hop particularly is the commercial side. Yet I love the good of it. Even if some of
it embraces violence, hip-hop is a music that exposes the empty moral cupboard that we have
left for our children. They can hear it and understand it. The question is: can we?

A. The dark side of the moon is a myth. In reality both sides of the Moon see the same
amount of sunlight however only one face of the Moon is ever seen from Earth. This
is because the Moon rotates around on its own axis in exactly the same time it takes to
orbit the Earth, meaning the same side is always facing the Earth. The side facing away
from Earth has only been seen by the human eye from spacecraft.

B. There are many moons in the Solar System while we generally think of the Earth’s Moon
only. There are moons in the solar system which orbit planets, dwarf planets, and other
solar system objects. As of May 2018, there are close to 350 moons in the Solar System.
There are total 175 moons which orbit 8 planets and there are 9 moons which orbit 5
dwarf planets and rest of them orbit other solar system bodies like asteroids.

C. The Moon has no atmosphere like the Earth and some other planets. This means that the
surface of the Moon is unprotected from cosmic rays, meteorites and solar winds, and has
huge temperature variations. That is why there are many craters from falling meteorites.
The lack of atmosphere means no sound can be heard on the Moon. Moreover, due to
this fact the sky always appears black.

D. Venus and Mercury are the only planets which do not have any moon. Mercury does
not have any moon because Mercury is very close to the sun so it wouldn’t be able to
hold on to its own moon. Any moon with a large distance from Mercury would be in an
unstable orbit and will eventually get pulled into the Sun. If moon were too close to the
planet they would be destroyed by tidal gravitational forces and most likely crash into
Mercury. ’

E. Jupiter has 69 moons out of which 53 moons have been officially named. Jupiter’s four
main moons are lo, Europa, Ganymede and Callisto. These moons are named the Galilean
moons after Galileo Galilei. Jupiter features some of the largest moons in the solar system.
Ganymede is the largest moon in the Solar System and ninth largest object in the solar
system. It is 8% larger than planet Mercury. Ganymede is the only moon which is known
to have the magnetic field.
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F. The Earth’s Moon is the fifth largest natural satellite in the Solar System. At 3,475 km in
diameter, the Moon is much smaller than the major moons of Jupiter and Saturn. Earth is
about 80 times the volume than the Moon, but both are about the same age. A prevailing
theory is that the Moon was once part of the Earth, and was formed from a chunk that
broke away due to a huge object colliding with Earth when it was relatively young.

Saving Languages

Five hundred years ago Europeans arrived at a new continent. They brought new cultures
and languages to this place which they called America. However, there were already people
living there who had their own cultures and languages. And so a terrible part of history began.

As more Europeans arrived, there was a fight for the land with the native American
Indians. By the end of the nineteenth century, the Indian tribes were moved to reservations. A lot
of their children were taken away to boarding schools and these children were taught to speak
English. By the end of the twentieth century more than half of the Native Americans in the US
were living in cities. They gave up speaking their old tribal language and only used English. As
a result, many Native American languages disappeared and with them their culture.

Some American Indian languages are still used today but they are usually spoken by
the older members of the tribes who still live on the reservations. In North America there are
150—170 languages that have at least one speaker and many of these languages have under a
hundred speakers. ‘

One ancient language which is spoken by the Northern Paiute tribe has more than two
hundred speakers. This means when the elders of the tribe get together, they still speak it. But
for most of the younger members of the tribe, the everyday language is English.

But the good news is that some of these people are keeping their culture and language
alive. They are also receiving help from the National Geographic Society’s Enduring Voices
Project. The aim of the project is to help languages around the world which are dying out.
Linguists and experts meet these ‘last speakers’. The team interviews them and they are recorded
with video, pictures and audio. They also tell old stories which are written down in English so
people can learn more about the culture.

Recording the language and culture is only part of the project. The next stage is to pass
on the language to the next generation. Some children pick up some of the language from their
parents or grandparents but many tribes also offer courses in the language. The Salish tribe is
an excellent example of how schools can help. The tribe lives in the Flathead Reservation in
Montana. Their language is currently spoken by about 50 people who are aged over 75 years.
No one under 50 speaks the language. So now, the local people have set up a school. It has 30
students aged two to twelve during the day and there are also courses for adults in the evening.
It is schools and projects like these which — hopefully — might save languages for the future.
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The Europeans became more powerful than the native Americans and moved them to
reservations.

Changing Greenland

Greenland is the largest island in the world but has a small population of 56,000. Many
of these ‘Greenlanders’ live close to the coastline because a large part of the country is covered
with ice and glaciers. More than a quarter of all the people live in the capital, Nuuk. Since the
1960s, the country has had economic difficulties and social problems. Its traditional industry — and
its biggest — is fishing but the country still imports much more than it exports. Now, however,
life is about to change dramatically for many Greenlanders — and all because of the weather.

Most scientists agree that the world’s climate is getting warmer and you can already see
the difference in Greenland. For example, small icebergs — about the size of city buses — are
floating near the coast. They have broken off from much larger areas of ice, further out in the
ocean because of the change in temperature. Furthermore, the huge sheet of ice which covers
Greenland is shrinking by about 75 cubic kilometres each year. If all of Greenland’s ice melted,
sea levels across the world would rise by 7.5 metres.

One industry that is benefiting from the melting ice is the oil industry. Nowadays, the
sea around the west coast of Greenland has no ice for six months of the year. This means oil
companies can explore this area. They plan to drill for oil in the next few years. Greenlanders
have mixed feelings about this modern development. The country’s prime minister, Kuupik
Kleist, explains the dilemma: ‘The Arctic people are the ones most exposed to climate change
but we need a strong economy and we have to utilise the opportunities that oil could bring us.
We don’t have any other natural resources for the time being that hold as much potential as oil.’

Farming will also change. The growing season is longer with spring arriving earlier and
longer summers. On the one hand, if the country produced more of its own food, it wouldn’t
need to import so much. On the other hand, some farmers are worried. They think the drier
summers might create new problems. For example, last year, the summer was so dry that farmers
produced half the normal amount of food.

I spent my last night in the town of Qaqortoq with farming families at their annual
celebration before the summer begins. After dinner, everyone started singing this traditional song:
“Summer, summer, how wonderful, how incredibly good. The frost is gone, the frost is gone”.
The song is about the importance of summer in a place where, in the past, the winters were
long and the summers were short. As nature and the weather changes in Greenland, I wondered
if they would still sing this song in a hundred years’ time. They might not.

A. Weight problems among children in Britain are increasing. More and more children are
over their ideal weight. Obese children are often bullied at school and may have health
problems on too much junk food, computer games and TV. So the first Britain’s camp for
obese children has been opened. Each moring at the camp, the children do three hours
of activities like football, hockey and rugby. After lunch they have lessons on nutrition
and cooking. Most kids leave the camp feeling healthier and happier than before.

B. Do you know a person who has never eaten fast food? Many restaurants sell what is
called “fast” or “junk” food — hamburgers, chips and so on. This food is tasty and cheap.
Such food is very popular, especially with children and teenagers. What is more, fast
food saves much time and effort for busy working people. People don’t have to go to
a supermarket, prepare meals and wash the dishes when they eat out. However, many
experts say that fast food is not healthy.

C. Experts say that fast food makes people overweight and even obese and elevates the risk
of diabetes and cancer. If your food includes hamburgers, chips, hot dogs, pizzas and fizzy
drinks like Coke, Pepsi, Sprite and others, you are facing a serious problem threatening
your health. Such food is full of chemical additives. For example, a can of Coke contains
about eight teaspoons of sugar and artificial sweeteners. Moreover, there is a risk of food
poisoning.

D. Food poisoning is a common, distressing and sometimes life-threatening problem for
millions of people throughout the world. Food poisoning is when someone gets sick from
“eating food or drink that has gone bad or is contaminated by bacteria. Depending on the
type of infection, people can even die as a result of food poisoning. According to the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, about 16 million people in Britain become
ill from the food they eat, and about 1,000 of them die every year.

E. People today are probably more concerned about food than ever before. We worry about
eating foods that contain too much fat and so we cut down on things like meat, bread,
potatoes and dairy products. The problem is that we may also be cutting out good sources
of iron or other vitamins and minerals. Suddenly we start feeling tired and irritable. Eating
well does not mean that you should cut out all your favourite foods; it just means eating
sensibly and trying to avoid too much fast food.
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F. Genetically modified crops have been developed by changing the plant’s genetic structure
in order to help the plant resist against different diseases or produce larger harvest.
However, there is no scientific conclusion so far to prove the safety of GM foods for
humans. We don’t know what unforeseen consequences there might be. Most people prefer
not to risk their health because scientists are not sure if GM food is absolutely harmless
or not.

What is the name of the country which has volcanoes and rivers of ice, deer and sea-
elephants? It is New Zealand, called the Land of the Long White Cloud by the Maoris.

New Zealand is an island country. It is made up of some islands: the North and South
Islands and Steward Island, a small land mass just to the south of the South Island. Most of
its people live in North Island, and that is where you find big volcanoes like Egmont and
Tongariro and the boiling pools and geysers and lakes of bubbling mud. Auckland, Christchurch
and Wellington are the biggest cities. Wellington is the capital.

South Island is larger than North Island and has the highest mountains. There you can
find the snow-capped Southern Alps, rising 3.764 metres to the tip of Mount Cook (named
after Captain Cook, of course, because he visited the islands before sailing on westwards and
discovering the eastern coast of Australia).

South Island is very beautiful with its Alps and lakes its glaciers and fiords. Have you
ever heard of Milford Sound? That is one of the most picturesque of the fiords, with cliffs rising
straight up out of the water, the whole scene reflected in the water. Down there, too, are the
Sunderland Falls, where water drops six hundred metres, making these falls one of the highest
waterfalls in the whole world. So you can see there is plenty to look at in New Zealand. And
plenty of things to do for tourists, because New Zealand is also famous for its fishing, snow
sports, mountaineering, sailing and hiking.

The climate is pleasant at all seasons, without much difference between winter and summer.
New Zealand does not have the terrible heat of Australian summers; the oceans temper its climate
and the mountains bring down quite a lot of rain.

What do the people do? Farm mostly. Dairy products, meat and wool are the main exports.
New Zealand ranks second only to Australia as an exporter of wool. There are many factories
there too, with hydro-electric stations to produce the power for them.

North Island is where you find the Maoris, the fine people who lived in these islands
hundreds of years before the white man came. Most of them live near Auckland.

The Maoris, a Polynesian people, are the aborigines of New Zealand. After long stays
in Indonesia and the South Pacific, which they explored for many years, they made their great
journey to New Zealand about the middle of the 14th century. They sailed in double canoes open
to all weathers. They knew the winds, the ocean currents and the stars, and this earned them the
name of Vikings of the Sunrise.



The capital of New Zealand since 1865, and one of its busiest ports, Wellington is at
southern end of North Island, lying among hills on the western side of a natural harbour. It is
the third largest city in New Zealand.
